	 James	K.	Copenhaver	assumed	the	position		
	 of	Director	of	Bands	at	the	University	of		
	 South	Carolina	in	1976	and	was	a	Professor		
	 of	Music	on	the	USC	faculty,	retiring	in	2010.		
	 Prior	to	his	appointment	at	USC,	he	taught		
	 at	Holmes	High	School	in	Covington	(KY),		
	 Morehead	State	University,	and	Clemson		
	 University.	

Mr.	Copenhaver	received	the	Citation	of	Excellence	for	the	National	
Band	Association,	the	Distinguished	Service	to	Music	Medal	for	
Instrumental	Music	Education	from	Kappa	Kappa	Psi,	and	both	the	
Outstanding	Bandmaster	Award	and	Outstanding	Contributor	to	
Bands	Award	from	the	South	Carolina	Chapter	of	Phi	Beta	Mu.	In	2003,	
Mr.	Copenhaver	was	inducted	into	the	South	Carolina	Band	Director’s	
Hall	of	Fame.		

Mr.	Copenhaver	is	an	active	member	of	the	prestigious	American	
Bandmasters	Association,	and	is	Past-President	of	both	the	National	
Band	Association,	and	the	Southern	Division	of	the	College	Band	
Director	National	Association.	He	is	highly	active	as	a	clinician,	guest	
conductor,	lecturer	and	adjudicator	throughout	the	United	States.		
Mr.	Copenhaver	is	the	founder	and	co-conductor	of	the	Palmetto	
Concert	Band,	an	adult	semiprofessional	concert	band.

He	is	the	former		
	 Director	of	Bands	and	K-12	Music	Supervisor	of		
	 the	Oswego	School	District	in	Oswego,		
	 New	York.

	 Mr.	Lisk	is	an	elected	member	(48th)	of	the		
	 prestigious	National	Band	Hall	of	Fame		
	 for	Distinguished	Conductors.	He	is	a	member		
of	the	American	Bandmasters	Association	and	in	the	year	2000,		
served	as	the	63rd	President	of	this	distinguished	organization.		
He	has	an	active	guest-conducting	schedule	that	includes	all-state	
bands,	honor	bands,	university	and	military	bands.	Mr.	Lisk	has	served	
as	an	adjunct	professor,	clinician/lecturer,	adjudicator,	and	guest	
conductor	throughout	the	United	States,	Canada,	and	Australia.		
He	is	author	of	The	Creative	Director	Series	(Meredith	Music)	and	
a	co-author	of	the	GIA	series	of	books,	Teaching	Music	Through	
Performance	in	Band.	He	is	also	the	editor	of	the	Edwin	Franko	
Goldman	March	Series	(Carl	Fischer).

Mr.	Lisk	is	Vice	President	of	the	Midwest	Clinic	Board	of	Directors,	serves	
the	John	Philip	Sousa	Foundation	as	Vice	President	for	Administration,	
and	is	Past-President	of	the	National	Band	Association	(1990-92).
